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ORDER:

Tamil Nadu Corporation for Development of Women (TNCDW) was
established in 1983 by the Government of Tamil Nadu with an aim to enhance
the status of women through education, employment, economic development
and self-reliance. TNCDW implements Tamil Nadu State Rural Livelihoods
Mission (TNSRLM) from the year 2012 and Tamil Nadu Urban Livelihoods
Mission (TNULM) from the year 2016.

The objectives of livelihoods missions are to build strong and vibrant
institutional platforms of the poor and enable them to increase their household
income through livelihood enhancements and access to financial and other
services. Under these scheme, the target group comprises of poor and
vulnerable sections of the community. The target people are organized into
active Community Based Organizations (CBOs) to provide sustainable
livelihood opportunities.

In the reference above cited, the Hon’ble Minister for Finance made the
following announcement on the floor of Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly on
19.02.2024. (Announcement No. 34 &35).

Based on this Announcement, discussion on various level were held at
Principal Secretary Rural Development & other secretaries. Subsequently,
since TNSRLM is implementing the poverty alleviation project and having the
target group as Ultra Poor & Poor in Rural areas, it was decided to utilize the
experience of PIP exercise for Rural areas.

At present, it is decided to undertake the project on a pilot basis in the
selected place to ensure the process and flow to find out the ultra poor for
analysis in rural areas by following the entire process listed in the SoP.



About PIP:

Participatory Identification of Poor (PIP) is a process where rural community
identifies the poor and most vulnerable households from among the population. PIP
will be done through community participation and community ownership of the
programme which is a salient feature. PIP is a collective exercise in which entire
community is involved to identify Very Poor, Poor, Differently abled, Vulnerable,
Tribal and other Marginalized communities in all the Village Panchayats.

The PIP exercise was conducted for identification and categorization of
“Very Poor, Poor. Middle and Rich” based on their economic status. Based on the
exercise, the target group including the vulnerable, Person with Disability, Aged.
Destitute persons were identified. Those who have been identified as Vulnerable.
Very Poor and Poor persons were considered as beneficiaries in the various
livelihoods project and also this PIP data is used by the line departments for
selection of beneficiaries for the various Convergence Schemes.

Earlier PIP process was done by Vaazhndhu Kaatuvom Project and Tamil
Nadu State Rural Livelihood Mission (TNSRLM). On the similar lines of PIP carried
out in TNVKP & TNSRLM, the following steps have to be carried out in identifying
the Poor/Ultra poor.

Major Steps involved in the PIP:

1. IEC activities

Formation of PIP team

Training to PIP team

Collection of secondary data and pre-arrangements
Transect walk

Social Mapping
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Wealth ranking.

Based on the above steps, Project Directors may initiate PIP exercise with
utmost care in the Village Panchayats listed below.
